The Photshop workspace consists of four main components: the menu bar, the toolbar, a toolbox, and palettes.
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menu bar

 

The menu bar contains controls for common functions such as opening and saving files, as well as specific functions, such as copying and pasting, calling up specific windows or palettes, and controlling the Photoshop workspace. As you progress through each lesson, the menu bar and menu items are detailed.
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toolbar

The toolbar, by default, lies just below the menu bar. When a Photoshop Tool is selected in the toolbox, the toolbar displays the available options for that Tool.

Palettes

contain additional controls for other features in Photoshop, such as layers, colors, and styles, as well as other features that you will learn about as you progress through the manual. As you learn Photoshop, you'll find that you can manipulate the content you create in many ways. By default, there are four palette sets, each containing a collection of multiple palettes in each set (there is one additional palette set that can be accessed by way of the Window menu).
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Tools Box

Photoshop's toolbox contains a collection of tools for creating, selecting, and manipulating images.
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Marquee Tool - Clck and drag with

ths tool to make simple selections.

Lasso Tool - The ideal toolfor selecting
bjects in an image, such as people and
buidings.

Move Tool - Use this tool to move
selections and masks.

Crop Tool - This tooltrims and image.
neatly o your desired size.

Magic Wand Tool - Cick on an area and
all others areas of a similar colour are
selected.

Slice Tool - Organises your image into
different slces, mainly for use with the
web.

Healing Brush Tool - Use this to smooth
out blemishes o imperfections in an image

Brush Tool - You can literally paint on
your image with this tool.

Clone Stamp Tool - Use this to paint on
the image with a copy of anather part of
the image.

Eraser Tool - Rubs out or “erases” 3
chosen part of your image.

Blur Tool - Use this to blur or soften the
edges oin an image.

History Brush Tool - Use this to undo
work in particular places on an image.

Fill Tool - Use this to il selections.

Dodge Tool - Use this to lighten specific
areas in an image for a better view

Path Selection Tool - If you have paths
in your image, use this tool to select them.

Pen Tool - If you don' have paths in
your image, use this tool to create them.

Notes Tool - Add useful notes fo your
image such as date, location or deas for
edting them.

Type Tool -Click on an image using
this tool and you'll be able to add text.

Line Tool - Use this toll (and the others
available here) to create simple shapes.

Hand Tool - Use this to clck and drag an
image around the screen

Eyedropper Tool - Take 2 sample of a
colour in an image and place it in the

foreground.

Foreground Colour - Use the colour to
paint using brushes etc.

Editin standard mode - This is the
default edting mode used in Photoshop.

Zoom Tool - Use this to zoom in and out
of the image.

Background colour - Chooss the colour
‘underlying the image, on the canvas.

Edit it in quick mask mode - Create
‘masks with this function.

‘Standrad Screen Mode/full screen
‘with menu bar/full screen mode
Affects how photoshop uses the screen.
Just ty each mode and see what happens

Imageready, Adobe's web graphics
software,
