Assessment & Evaluation

Assessment   ….process and procedures used to measure or otherwise evaluate student achievement of the learning objective outcomes of a unit or program of study.
Evaluation…..assessment tasks undertaken during the teaching semester while final assessment task or tasks undertaken  following the conclusion of the teaching semester

Formative   Assessment…..tasks that are part of the developmental or ongoing teaching learning process. It should provide ongoing feedback to the student.
Summative Assessment…..tasks that often occur at the end of a unit and I used primarily to provide information about how much the student has learned
Norm-referenced Assessment…..compares students against the performance of other students in a task.
Criterion-referenced Assessment…..is based on explicit criteria for the task.
Authentic Assessment…..mirrors and integrates the stated learning objectives outcomes in a realistic way.
Tests…..can be categorized according to the types of information they provide. For example. Proficiency tests, Achievement tests, Diagnostic tests and Placement tests.
Discrete point testing…..the testing of one element at a time, item by item. For example, take the form of a series of items testing a particular grammatical structure.
Integrative testing….requires the learners to combine many language elements in the completion of the task.This might involve writing a composition, making notes while listening to a lecture, taking a dictation , etc.
